Ans: Nishan-e-Haider is the highest military award given by Pakistan. Other military awards include
Hilal-e-Jurat, Sitara-e-Jurat and Tamgha-e- Jurat respectively. Nishan-e-Haider is awarded only to soldiers of
Pakistan Armed Forces. Nishan-e-Haider is given on the basis of the highest acts of extraordinary bravery in

- the face of the enemy in air, land, or sea. It was established in 1957 after Pakistan became a Republic;
however, it was instituted retrospectively from Independence in 1947, It is awarded to military personnel,
regardless of rank, for extraordinary bravery in battle.
