In present days, they
are inhabitants of Azerbaijan, Turkey, and
Turkmenistan.

e  Cairo became the most important cultural center in
the Islamic world under Fatimids. It was the major
center for the production of pottery, glass, metalwork,
rock-crystal, ivory, wood carving, and textile.
